Letter from Our President

The concert at the Aliyah Theater at B’nai Torah on March 19th was the first time a concert of Hebrew and Yiddish songs and music has been presented in St. Charles County. It is our hope to make the Aliyah Theater a permanent venue for Jewish themed entertainment in St. Charles County. 

The thunderous applause and spontaneous Hora by the audience during the March 19th concert is evidence that St. Charles County can sustain a theater dedicated to presentation of Jewish themed entertainment. 

The generous donation, during the concert, from Nikki DeRousse, who was attending her first concert of Hebrew and Yiddish songs and music, is additional evidence that the Aliyah Theater is here to stay. 

The next event is scheduled for Saturday, May 21st at 8 PM. Barbara Raznick will present Jewish Folktales for adults. The residents in St. Louis County have been treated to her tales of wit and wisdom for many years. This will be another first for St. Charles County. In addition, Shir Ami and the Mixed Multitude will present Yiddish and Hebrew instrumentals and lead us in a sing-along. If you enjoy Irish, Italian, or any ethnic songs and music, you will love our Hebrew and Yiddish music and songs.

B’nai Torah to Participate in 2011 Annual Holocaust Remembrance 

Holocaust Remembrance Day (Yom HaShoah) memorializes the six million Jews murdered during the Holocaust. This year’s annual event will be held at Congregation Shaare Emeth on May 1st at 4 PM.

This year’s theme: “The Holocaust in the Former Soviet Union: the 70th Anniversary of the Nazi German Invasion” will pay homage to the 1.5 million Jews murdered in the Soviet territories. The program will include testimonies by Russian Survivors currently living in St. Louis. It is also a tribute to local veterans of the Soviet Army who valiantly fought the Nazis.

The members and friends of B’nai Torah are invited to attend this event. It is sponsored by the St. Louis Holocaust Museum and Learning Center. The commemoration will include liturgical readings, memorial prayers and music performed by Tova, Gabriel and Mischa Braitberg (Elegant Ensembles) as well as a women’s choral group, comprised of Survivors and Witnesses from the Former Soviet Union. 

The program includes a procession of Torah scrolls rescued from the Shoah. More than 1,500 of these scrolls were discovered in a basement in Czechoslovakia in 1964 and sent to congregations around the world to serve as Holocaust memorials. Our Torah will be included in this procession.
